Inflatable Seat Belts (ISBs) have been an available . A — . -
. in th th d tin ition of som Current vehicles with Ford’s inflatable seat belts as an available option
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vehicles. Ford has provided new data to car seat
manufacturers to help them assess the effectiveness and safety of ISBs for car seat installation and several
car seat manufacturers have modified their policies for ISBs in recent months.

Safe Rides News issued an update to the 2017 LATCH Manual to update the inflatable
seat belt (ISB) policy for Aprica, Baby Jogger, Graco, and Teutonia. These
manufacturers now allow for use of the Ford inflatable seat belt with some installations
of their car seats. Information on the manufacturers update for use with Ford’s vehicle
lap and shoulder belt ISB can be found on the Safe Ride News website at http://
saferidenews.com by selecting LATCH Manual updates. Below are the changes
updated as of October.

Note: The LATCH manual provides the list of car seat manufacturers and their policy on
the use of ISBs with their car seats.

APRICA / BABY JOGGER / TEUTONIA

e Now allows the use of Ford vehicle lap-shoulder ISBs with Rear-Facing Only (RFO) car seats when installed
without the base. At this time, Aprica, Baby Jogger, and Teutonia do NOT allow the use of ISBs for installation
with RFO car seats installed with a base.

e Aprica, Baby Jogger, and Teutonia strongly encourages consumers to utilize the LATCH system for RFO car
seats installed with a base.

GRACO

o Now allows the use of Ford vehicle lap-shoulder ISBs with RFO car seats when installed without the base. At
this time, Graco still does NOT allow the use of ISBs for installation with RFO car seats installed with a base.

o Convertible, combination, and all-in-one car seats are also approved, but when installing DO NOT use the
shoulder belt lock-off with inflatable belt systems.

o All models of Graco booster seats may continue to be used with Ford ISBs. This includes all Turbo Booster
models, Nautilus used as a belt positioning booster (both with and without back) and Smart Seat, 4Ever and
Milestone all-in-one car seats used as a belt positioning booster.

e Graco strongly encourages consumers to utilize the LATCH system RFO car seats installed with a base.

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Di ono Car Seat Recall

Diono determined that installing certain car seats forward-facing with a lap-only seat belt without attaching
the tether may fail to meet the performance requirements of FMVSS 213. Use of a lap-only seat belt is not
common today in passenger vehicles, but would be common if the car seat is used on a school bus.

Among conventional car seats, these Diono models may be useful for transporting preschoolers and children
with special needs due to their relatively high harness-use weight limit, their narrow/shallow dimensions
and low sides (that may accommodate small children wearing hip casts). Therefore, it is important for
school transportation providers to be aware of this recall.

The recall affects only installations in which the Diono car seat is installed using a lap-only seat belt.
¢ The convertible car seat may be affected by this recall if the convertible car seat is used forward-facing with the 5-point
harness, installed with a lap belt ONLY, AND without top tether attached.
e The convertible car seat is NOT affected by this voluntary recall if the car seat is used forward-facing with the 5-point
harness AND your child is under 65 pounds AND it is installed with:
e the SuperLATCH system, OR
¢ lap-shoulder belt, OR
o with top tether attached.

The recalled Diono seats are safe to use if:
o the free remedy kit is acquired and properly used, OR
o the installed car seat includes attaching the tether.
Note: Tether anchors are available on only some school bus vehicle seats.

> In2007,1 nj ur y Rubléshede petrredewved study, “Car Safety for Children: Rear-

Facing for Best Protection” that said children younger than age 2 “were less likely to be

/ severely injured when using a rear-facing car seat than a front-facing car seat.” Data from the
National Automotive Sampling System Crashworthiness Data System (NASS-CDS) from

4 1988—2003 was used in the study. This study, along with similar data from Sweden,
prompted the American Academy of Pediatrics in 2011 to recommend all children be rear-
facing until age 2. Car seat manufacturers soon began rolling out seats that enabled extended

s rear-facing use.

=

In September 2017, Dorel issued a statement that it would no longer recommend a minimum forward-facing age of 2 years old.
This was the result of information provided by an independent researcher who looked at the original data from NASS-CDS from
1988—2003, but also included more recent data from 2004—2014. This study found that children who were one year of age were
significantly safer in forward-facing car seats. The results were in conflict with the original study.

In 2017, a new study was published in Injury Prevention that reevaluated the safety benefits of securing children in a rear-facing
car seat versus a forward-facing car seat. Researchers used NASS-CDS data from 1988-2015. The study found that, for children
from birth to 11 months and 12 months to 23 months, there was a lower rate of injury for children secured rear-facing compared to
forward-facing. The child injury data available in the NASS-CDS is insufficient to state that the difference is statistically
significant. The authors stressed that “there is no evidence that current recommendations are harmful.” However, “These field data
are inadequate to statistically support the safety benefit of rear-facing.”

In December 2017, Injury Prevention published a retraction of the original article from 2007.

What should we tel!]l parents?
Car seats are very effective in preventing injuries for children when used correctly.

The American Academy of Pediatrics and the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration recommendations remain the same.
e American Academy of Pediatrics:
o All infants and toddlers should ride in a rear-facing car safety seat until they are 2 years of age or until they reach the highest
weight or height allowed by the manufacturer of their car safety seat.
e National Highway Traffic Safety Administration:
e Birth—12 months: Your child under age 1 should always ride in a rear-facing car seat.
e 1—3 years: Keep your children rear-facing as long as possible . It is the best way to keep him or her safe.
